Fr. Stephen Writes

This week in the gospel Jesus breaks social barriers by engaging a Samaritan woman at Jacob’s Well,
revealing himself as the Messiah and offering "living water."” Jesus shifts the focus from traditional
worship locations to spirit and truth; her conversion of the heart leads the Samaritan woman to bring
her village to faith in him as the Saviour of the world.

Lent draws us into 40 days of prayer, fasting, and almsgiving meant for spiritual renewal and
reflection.
